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HONORING
EDWIDGE DANTICAT

Edwidge Danticat, born January 19,
1969, is a Haitian American novelist
and short story writer whose
powerful body of work has
illuminated the experiences of the
Haitian diaspora for over three
decades. Her debut novel, Breath,
Eyes, Memory, published in 1994,
went on to become an Oprah's Book
Club selection and introduced her
singular voice to the world.

Black Women Storytellers:

Danticat's writing explores themes of
national identity, mother-daughter
relationships, and diasporic politics,
weaving together the personal and
the political with grace and depth.
She has since written and edited
several celebrated books and has
been the recipient of numerous
awards and honors.

In 2023, she was named the Wun
Tsun Tam Mellon Professor of the
Humanities in the Department of
African American and African
Diaspora Studies at Columbia
University. Her legacy reminds us that
literature is both an act of memory
and a form of resistance, and that

the stories we tell shape the world we
build.
